For use as a sterilant

Immerse instruments in Cetylcide-G Ready-to-Use Solution
for 10 hours at 20°C. Remove instruments from the solution
and rinse thoroughly with sterile water following the
rinsing instructions.

Rinsing

Immerse instruments completely in three separate copious
volumes of water (sterile water if taken from sterilant). Each
rinse should have a minimum of 1 minute in duration unless
otherwise noted by the device manufacturer. Use fresh portions
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of water for each rinse. Discard the water following each rinse.
Do not reuse the water for rinsing or any other purpose

as it will be contaminated with glutaraldehyde.

Dispose of glutaraldehyde solutions in >
accordance with local, state, and federal ,|
regulations. Use Hyde-Out Aldehyde :
Neutralizer where neutralization of
glutaraldehyde solution with glycine
is required prior to disposal.
